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The Official Language Policy of the Government of India is based on Persuasion, Incentive
and Harmony. The entire official language policy stands on these three pillars. For this
purpose, Dept. of Official Language, Ministry of Home Affairs, Government of India has
been making several efforts for propagation of Hindi, the Official Language of the Union, in
Central Government Offices, Undertakings and Banks etc. Under the Dept. of Official
Language, a Hindi Teaching Scheme has been established to provide training in Hindi
language, typing and shorthand. Central Translation Bureau is functioning for undertaking
translation work and imparting translation training. Regional Implementation Offices are
established to look after Official Language implementation in Central Govt offices. Provision
has been made to constitute Official Language Implementation Committees to monitor
implementation of Official Language in all the offices. Town Official Language
Implementation Committees have been constituted in towns to organize official language
activities at the town level. Committee of Parliament on Official Language (CPOL) has been
constituted which is the highest entity to conduct OL inspections. Govt Offices are inspected
from time to time by this High Powered CPOL. Measures for improvement are suggested
and Presidential Orders are issued on the recommendations of CPOL. Apart from this, OL
inspections are also conducted from time to time at the Ministry and Headquarters levels.

Quiz format is considered as the best way of knowing and learning any subject. Keeping
this in mind, 501 questions with answer keys have been prepared in Bilingual by Corporate
OL team, which is indeed a commendable initiative.

In this compilation, an attempt has been made to touch upon almost all the aspects
regarding OL policy of the Union. Although, considering the comprehensive nature of OL
management this compilation cannot be said to be all inclusive, yet I believe that a lot of
content is covered which is required to know about the Official Language. This quiz will
provide an opportunity to the officers and employees including the higher officials of the
office to know about OL provisions. To make it more useful, name of Departments,
Designations and Standard Notings used in BEL are also given in bilingual form in this
book.This compilation will also be useful for OL Competitions as well as for competitive
exams. It is being provided in both hard and soft copies. The soft copy will be made
available in the OL Section of BEL's website as well as in the Intranet. I urge upon all
Executives and Non Executives of the company to read this useful compilation and continue
working in Hindi.
